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The Vicar writes:
August is for many of us a time of rest. Schools out, work often slows down and lots of us have a total break with
a week or two of holiday.

Taking time to rest is an important human need and yet, it’s the human need that we often feel most guilty about.
Our modern world is a frenetic place, and our perception of our own worth is often linked to the amount we can
produce. To be always busy is now seen as a virtue rather than a vice.

It was not always thus. God has much to say about rest and the importance of it in our lives. Indeed from the very
beginning he valued rest, taking the seventh day of creation as a day to relax and kick back and enjoy what he has
created.

Jesus also emphasised the value of rest “Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you
rest” he is quoted as saying in Matthews Gospel.

But my favourite story of rest comes in the Old Testament book of 1 kings chapter 19.

The prophet Elijah having won a great victory over the false priests of Baal was hunted down and his life
threatened by an incredibly angry Queen Jezebel. Having fled into the desert Elijah sits down and asks God to let
him die, he had had enough. Instead God causes him to fall asleep and upon waking ensures he has food to eat.
Restored and refreshed Elijah is able to continue on in his mission for God.... Which just goes to show you must
never underestimate the power of a good nap and something to eat.

Rest is God given and God ordained and it is something we need ensure we build into our life’s pattern. To rest one
day a week and one month a year is not a sign of weakness or a pause in our life’s mission — it is part of that
mission, it is what enables it to continue

So | pray that your August be restful and may it refresh and renew you for the rest of the year ahead.

GROWERS CORNER

Sharpen your shears and check your hedges for late nesting birds before you give any of your hedges a trim.
Dead-heading daily will give your flower garden a great display throughout the summer months.

Keep an eye out for black spot on your roses as well as aphid infestations as they can soon build up, and like the
cabbage while caterpillars, require dealing with straight away as they will soon eat their way through any crop.
With rain and warm sunshine weeds are always a problem but with a Dutch hoe and 15 minutes a day you can keep
on top of them in most gardens.

Looking forward, you may wish to take a few hardwood and semi-hardwood cuttings of your choice at this time of
the year in damp sharp sand in a shady position.

Towards the end of this month most nurseries and garden centres have a large display of bulbs for sale with a view
of flowering next spring/summer for your enjoyment.

Look out for winter flowering pansies, violas, ivy, silver leaf, euonymus, Cordeline, sage, thyme, rosemary which
all look good in a basket or tub to give you a colourful display throughout the winter.

TEDDIES FOR TRAGEDIES
The latest Newsletter from Tricia Gibb:

‘Due to the pandemic there is still very little or no movement of Teddies so my stocks have gradually increased.
Thank you to everyone for your contributions and welcome to several new knitters who have taken up Teddy
knitting during the lockdowns.

In February and May | was pleased to be able to answer an appeal on Facebook for hand knitted Teddies to be
given to NHS carers and frontline staff as a small token of appreciation for all their work during the pandemic. |
handed over 250 Teddies which were quarantined and placed in individual sterile bags before being handed out to
staff in hospitals in London and locally. The staff were “absolutely delighted... with the beautiful bears. Please
thank the donors very much from the nursing staff.” In answer to another appeal from the same charity, some of
my knitters were able to make red hats for very sick babies and orange ones for the less seriously ill ones.

The 500 Teddies collected from me in March last year for Uganda, unfortunately, still haven’t yet left the UK due
to the ongoing Covid restrictions plus the fact that the charity responsible for transporting them has had to seek an
alternative shipping company as the original one is now unable to help. | am assured that the Teddies are safe in
the charity’s offices!

In October, 1000 Teddies were collected by a local charity for inclusion in a container load of aid being sent from
Birmingham to Syria. Unfortunately, due to the second lockdown and ongoing restrictions at the border with
Turkey, it was January before the container left the UK, arriving in Syria in May.

In view of my large surplus of Teddies, | offered more to the same charity for their next consignment. However,
due to ever increasing restrictions imposed at the border by Turkey, they will go instead to Lebanon where,
apparently, there is a huge Syrian refugee population in need of aid. The Teddies, and other goods, will be going
to help stock The Free Shop in Lebanon, where refugees and local people can “shop” free of charge.

SHOE BOXES

Don’t forget to save your shoe boxes for the Blythswood Shoe Box Appeal later in the year. Blythswood ask that
we fill shoe boxes, covered in bright paper (lid and base separately as items need to be checked before going
through customs) with items for babies, children and adults of all ages. Items to go in should include toothbrush &
paste, soap & flannel, hat, scarf & gloves, sweets (not chocolate or any sweets that contain chocolate), a small toy
for the children and something of special interest for all other ages. Other items could be hand cream, household
candles, notebook & pen, pencils & crayons toiletries (but not talcum powder), socks, underwear, jewellery, small
hand tools, etc, etc. Boxes can be brought to Lyn & Dave at 94 Upshire Road or phone 01992 711573 for further
information. Empty boxes, or any items to go in them, can also be left as above. Thank you.
